Sharps are any device having acute rigid corners or edges capable of cutting or piercing skin or regular
waste bags. Some examples include:

e Broken Glass e Capillary Tubes e Razors
o Beakers e Hypodermic Needles e Scalpel Blades
o Flasks e Microscope Slides e Other Sharp-Cornered Objects
o Test Tubes e Glass Pipettes with Sharp Tips
